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ANG Daming Painting Exhibition, an event within the Macao
YArtists Promotion Plan sponsored by Macao Foundation, was
held at The UNESCO Centre of Macau from July 22 to 28, 2016.
There were over 60 paintings on show by this Macao artist. YANG
Daming Painting Collection was also issued at the exhibition.

YANG Daming (also known as Yongguang) was born in Sanshui
of Guangdong Province in 1949. He is now the member of the
China Artists Association, council member of the Chinese Painting
Institute, President of Macao Chinese Painting Society, Managing
Director of China International Research Association of Painting
and Calligraphy, member of the Chinese Folk Art Association,
member of French National Artists Association, counselor of
Macao Artists Association, counselor of Macao ‘Yiyuan’ Painting
and Calligraphy Society, President of Macao Fine Art Academy,
Vice President of the Art News of China and President of Macao
Jade Ware Society. He used to serve as a visiting professor at the
Faculty of Humanities and Arts in the Macao University of Science
and Technology, Xi’an Academy of Fine Arts, and College of Fine
Arts of Shanghai University, and a researcher at the Nanjing
Museum. He won the gold medal for painting in the 2014 Paris
International Art Salon Exhibition in France and the Jury Award
for painting in the 2015 International Salon Exhibition of French
National Artists Association.

YANG Daming, by combining the implications in the oriental
arts with the straightforwardness of the Western paintings, has

established a unique style in his Chinese ink paintings. His works

have not only won applauses among the Chinese audience, but
also gained a special position amongst the Western artists. He
has staged personal as well as collective painting exhibitions in
countries like USA, Japan, Singapore, and cities like Hong Kong,
Macao, Beijing and Guangzhou. Quite a number of his works have
been collected in various museums and by painting collectors. He
has also published personal painting albums.

In the past two years, YANG Daming has brought his lotus
paintings to Paris, France. His Chinese ink painting Lotus Dream
won the gold medal for painting in the Paris International Art
Salon Exhibition, an annual international art celebration hosted
annually by the French National Artists Association. He is now
the second Chinese artist, after HE Jiaying, Vice President of
China Artists Association, and the first Macao artist who has won
this award. Lotus is the city flower of Macao. In his paintings,
the lotus flowers are thriving, in no fear of storms, and absent
of contamination, which symbolizes the prosperity of Macao.
Expressing his profound feelings for Macao, his works have
carried national sentiments and reflected the spirit of the times
for the mother land’s fast development. YANG Daming said that
he has been keen on painting lotus flowers since his childhood.
It added to his joy when the lotus flower was selected as the
city flower of Macao. He really hopes that more people may
appreciate the beauty of lotus flowers by his paintings, that
Macao’s gracious image in a lotus flower may be widespread to

the world, and that more people may come to know Macao. D&
